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OEM SYSTEM REMOVAL
1.	 Loosen the clamp at the front of the muffler.

2.	 Remove the bolt that attaches the muffler to the stock mounting bracket. 

3.	 Remove the muffler assembly from the vehicle and inspect the stock gasket from the head pipe. If ex-
haust gasket is worn or damaged, replace gasket with Honda PN: 18392-MJ4-670.

4.	 Set aside muffler clamp for use in installing V&H Exhaust.

V&H EXHAUST INSTALLATION

1.	 Install the dog bone nut plate (4) and 5/16” x 5/8” flange bolts (5) to attach mounting bracket (2) to 
muffler (1). Hand tighten only. (FIG 1)

2.	 Slide OE muffler clamp over new V&H muffler, slip muffler onto mid-pipe (Leave clamp loose). Make 
sure that clamp bolts are accessible from below. (FIG 2)

3.	 Line up muffler bracket (2) to bike mount and install supplied M8 x 1.25 screw (6), M8 OS washer zinc (7) 
and flange nut (8). Hand tighten only. (FIG 3)  

4.	 Align muffler and rotate muffler clamp to be as out of sight as possible, align with leading edge of 
muffler and tighten bolts to 17 ft-lbs. 

5.	 Keeping muffler aligned tighten the 5/16” x 5/8” flange bolts (5) on mounting bracket then tighten 
M8x1.25 screw (6) and flange nut (8) securing bracket to motorcycle. 

6.	 Install hose clamp (9) onto heat shield (3) making sure screw head is accessible when the system is 
installed on motorcycle for adjustment purposes. (FIG 2)

7.	 Install heat shield (3) onto muffler (1) and tighten hose clamp (FIG 3)  

8.	 Be sure all hardware is tight. Before starting the motorcycle, completely clean tail pipes and mufflers 
with warm soapy water and a clean soft cloth that will not leave residue. Dry with a clean towel.              
Note: Any residue, oil, or fingerprints will stain the finish when the exhaust system heats up. DO NOT use 
anything abrasive to clean black mufflers as it may remove the finish. 
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EXHAUST CARE (BLACK)

1.	 When installing a new set of black pipes, make sure your hands are clean and free from oil. After 
installation, thoroughly clean pipes with warm soapy water and a soft cloth. Dry with a clean towel 
to remove any residue before starting the motorcycle. DO NOT use anything abrasive to clean 
pipes. 

2.	 Avoid long periods of idling as this can cause discoloration. 

3.	 Intake leaks can cause the engine to run lean and overheat, this could lead to discoloration. 

4.	 Make sure there are no exhaust leaks at the junction of the exhaust pipes and the cylinder head. 
We recommed replacing gaskets if they are worn.
